MINUTES
TOWN BOARD MEETING
FEBRUARY 19, 2020

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

Present: Supervisors: Prudhon, Ruzek, McCune; Town Clerk: Christopherson;
Attorney: Lemmons; Engineer: Studenski

APPROVAL OF AGENDA (Additions/Deletions): Ruzek moved to approve the
agenda as submitted with the supplemental information for consent agenda item 5A.
McCune seconded. Ayes all.

APPROVAL OF PAYMENT OF BILLS: Ruzek moved to approve payment of bills.
McCune seconded. Ayes all.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 3, 2020 (Additions/Deletions): Ruzek
moved to approve the minutes of February 3, 2020. McCune seconded. Ayes all.

CONSENT AGENDA: McCune moved to approve the consent agenda as follows: 5A)
Recording Secretary Independent Contractor Agreement — Based on staff
recommendation approve the second amendment to the contract, noting the
supplement replaces 5A in the packet; 5B) On-Line Financial Reporting Software
Purchase — Based on staff review & recommendation approve the purchase of the on-
line financial reporting software in the amount of $3,640.00; 5C) Construction Activity
Report — Receive; 5D) Right-of-Way Permit — Based on Town Engineer review &
recommendation & including his recommended conditions, approve the XcelEnergy
Permit to replace an existing power pole including overhead secondary lines at the
intersection of Grand Avenue & 15t Street. Ruzek seconded. Ayes all.

2020 STREET SWEEPING - 1) RECEIVE QUOTES - 2) APPROVE ALLIED
BLACKTOP COMPANY QUQOTE: The Town Clerk reported that the Town used to do
street sweeping, but have since contracted it out for better results and relief of staff’'s
time. Christopherson explained that this quote is for the full year, spring and fall. It's the
same as last year, and the prices are on par with last year’s quote. Allied Blacktop has
been very efficient and has a good track record with the Township.
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There was discussion over the contract and the part of disposal and testing of the
waste. There was discussion of whether the Township is responsible for the waste,
knowing of what the results of testing are, storing the waste or transporting the waste.
The Town Engineer answered questions: there have never been hazardous materials
found; the results are given after each street sweeping in a report; Allied transported the
waste last year; if the Township had to store it, it would be for a short time.

It was the consensus that the Board would approve the quote upon clarification of the
contract. The Town Attorney will look at it and staff will be in communication.

Ruzek moved based on Public Works Director review & recommendation to receive
guotes from Allied Blacktop Company & Pearson Brothers. McCune seconded. Ayes all.
Ruzek moved based on Public Works Director review & recommendation approve the
proposal from Allied Blacktop Company for the $87.00/hour per weeper & the disposal
fee of $35.00 per cubic yard for a total of $21,969.00, pending the addendum to clarify
the disposal site as temporary at the Township or other disposal, noting funding from
the Stormwater Utility Fund. McCune seconded. Ayes all.

WELLHEAD PROTECTION — AUTHORIZE COMPLETION OF PART 1 AMENDMENT:
The Town Engineer reported that every 10 years the Township is required to update the
wellheads. The Public Works Director has met with the Minnesota Department of
Health. The Engineer explained that this a 2 step process and it has to be completed by
the end of 2021. There was discussion of the zones, staff reviewing documentation, the
White Bear Lake investigation of how water flows, and making sure emergency plans
are still in place.

It was noted that TKDA will work with WSP USA as a subcontractor for this project. Part
1 is gathering data for Minnesota Department of Health’s review. This is a standard
practice for municipalities and staff is in communication with other communities. The
total cost for part 1 is not to exceed $23,100.00; this includes work with the
subcontractor and meetings with MDH. Staff will report back late summer after part 1 is
complete in preparation for next year’s part 2. There was some discussion about WSP
USA. It was noted that TKDA has worked with them, as has the Township.

There was some discussion on public and private wells. It was noted that this project
covers all wells. The Town Engineer explained that there are limits with what the
impacts or restrictions are when it pertains to private wells. It's a much lower threshold
because of such a small service area and contributing area to those private wells. The
main concern is the large distribution center. The Town’s objective is to understand the
vulnerabilities and how to protect the wells.

Ruzek moved based on Town Engineer review & recommendation authorize TKDA to
complete the Park 1 Amendment for a total not to exceed $23,100.00 which includes
$7,900 for TKDA & $15,200 for the Sub-Consultant WSP USA to complete the required
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Groundwater Modeling work by the end of 2020, noting funding from the Water Fund.
McCune seconded. Ayes all.

ADDED AGENDA ITEMS: There were no added agenda items.

OPEN TIME: Resident Cheri Hastings, 4373 Fisher Lane, was present to address her
concerns with the Wellhead Protection plan in regards to Water Gremlin. She has done
research on the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency about why Wellhead Protection is
important. There was discussion of groundwater pollution and general water pollution
that has been tested by the Minnesota Department of Health and the MPCA. Hastings
wanted confirmation that Township staff will first of all be informed, and second share
reports from MPCA and MDH with TKDA and WSP. It was the consensus that staff will
be working closely with these agencies when it comes to the safety of the Town’s water.
The Town Attorney will also be in touch with these agencies and inquire exactly if more
tests should be done to ensure the best possible water quality for residents.

Agenda Materials & Supplements for tonight’s meeting. McCune seconded. Ayes all.

McCune moved to adjourn the meeting at 7:34 p.m. Ruzek seconded. Ayes all.
