The driveway must be at least 10’ from 
the side property line. If  the driveway is closer than 10’, then the 
neighbor abutting that side will need to sign a variance request 
form which is available at the Township Offi ces.

You may also transport leaves 
to the Ramsey County Compost site on Sherwood Road – Just a 
Reminder – the Paper Compostable Bags are NOT Accepted at the 
County Sites if  you use them to transport the yard waste you must 
dump them out and bring them back home.
