FALL HOME 

MAINTENANCE TIPS - Now’s 
the time to get ready for another 
Minnesota winter & to start on 

that “to do” list before the snow fl ies. Below are 
just a few items you can start with:
Windows & Doors:

• Check weather-stripping on doors & windows 
for damage & a snug fi t;
• Inspect door & window caulking between sid-
ing & trim;
• Check storm doors & windows for proper work-
ing order & repair any damage.
Heating System:

• Have your heating system inspected by a quali-
fi ed service person;
• Replace the fi lter on  your furnace every month 
during the heating season;
• If  you have a built-in humidifi er, clean or 
replace the fi lter as recommended by the manu-
facturer.
Insulation:

• Roof  & attic spaces are major sources of  major 
heat loss. This not only contributes to higher 
heating bills but also causes snow melt & ice 
dams which in turn can produce leaks & perma-
nent roof  damage. If  you had problems last year 
with ice dams, check if  you have the property 
amount of  insulation & check for obstruction 
(bird nests) in the roof  & soffi t vents.
