J;}" SNOW REMOVAL REMINDER - White Bear Township’'s Public Works
Department would like to remind everyone that it is against the law to deposit
snow on or next to a public street. Minnesota State Statute 160.27 prohibits

plowmg shoveling, blowing or otherwise placing snow onto any public road right-of-way,

and doing so is punishable by a misdemeanor. Snow which is moved to the public right-
of-way can create hazardous situations, including slippery areas, frozen ridges, bumps,
sight obstructions & drainage problems.

Here are some things you can do to lessen the chances you'll be a victim.
eLimit What you Carry — Take only ID, credit cards & debit cards you need.
IF you have a Medicare card make a copy to carry & blot out all but the last four
digits on it.
e Public Wi-Fi — Many cafes, hotels, airports & other public places offer wireless
networks, two things to remember
o Wi-Fi hotspots often aren’t secure.
o That Wi-Fit network might not belong to the hotel or airport, scammers
sometimes set up their own “free networks”.
o Protect Your Smartphone — Use a password or pin & report a stolen smartphone
first to local law enforcement & then to your wireless provider.
¢ Watch That Laptop - If you travel with a laptop, keep a close eye on it, especially
through the shuffle of airport security & consider carrying it in something less
obvious than a laptop case. All it takes is a minor distraction in an airport or hotel
& it can vanish.
