The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

SEH AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES - ENVIRONMENTAL &
TRANSPORTATION — APPROVE AGREEMENTS & AUTHORIZE EXECUTION BY TOWN
BOARD CHAIR: The Town Attorney reported that his office has reviewed the Agreement for
Professional Services with Short Elliott Hendrickson, Inc. concerning the provision of consultant
services for miscellaneous water resource services and transportation. The agreement has
been found to be agreeable subject to the following comments: 1) the agreement is subject to
the general conditions of agreement for professional services which is not attached to this
present agreement. It is recommended that those general conditions be reviewed and additional
language may be necessary; 2) fees being charged by SEH are hourly with a cap of $10,000.00.
According to paragraph A of Exhibit A-1 when estimated compensation earned reaches 90% of
the contract amount of $10,000.00, SEH is to contact the Town and determine what additional
costs may be incurred to complete any project which has been started but not completed. The
Town should keep track of when the outstanding billings reach $9,000.00. At that time the Town
should contact SEH to find out what remaining costs may be incurred: 3) according to the
schedule it is presumed that SEH will be providing services over the next 4-5 years. SEH bills
on hourly rates and attached to Exhibit A-1 are the SEH hourly billable rates for the year 2017.
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This rate schedule expires on December 31, 2017 and it is presumed that the rates will change
in 2018. An annual percentage cap may be considered as to how much SEH can raise its hourly
rates. If an agreement can’t be reached added language should be considered that would allow
the Town to cancel this agreement. It was the consensus to refer the SEH Agreement to the
August Town Board Executive Meeting for discussion. The Town Attorney stated that the
agreement is acceptable to legal staff subject to the conditions. He noted that the Town should
get a copy of the general conditions of the agreement for professional services and attach it to
the agreement.

The Town Attorney commented on the Agreement for Professional Services by SEH to provide
traffic engineering services. The legal staff has reviewed the agreement and found it to be
acceptable subject to the general conditions of the agreement which should be attached to the
agreement. Town Staff will initiate each consultation project and provide SEH with a clear
statement of what work the Town wishes SEH to perform on its behalf. Under the terms of the
agreement, SEH is to provide the Town with:a technical memorandum of review, comments,
findings and recommendations. The contract also calls for SEH to be paid on an hourly rate, with
the 2017 hourly billable rates which expire on December 31, 2017. As in the environmental
agreement, the Town should consider language withan annual cap as to how much SEH can
raise its hourly rates. Language should also be considered which allows the Town to terminate
the agreement at its sole discretion if the Town does not agree to the hourly rates to be charged
by SEH in future years. It is recommended that SEH be required to provide its hourly rates by
January 2" of the year in which the rates are to.be charged. It was noted that under this
agreement there is no cap as to the gross amount SEH will be billing to the Town. Because
neither the Town nor SEH can determine at this time what projects, if any, SEH will be working
on for the Township there is no way to establish a practical dollar cap on what can be charged
on this contract. '

Ruzek moved. to.refer the matter of SEH. Agreements for Professional Services to the August
Executive Workshop for discussion with approval and execution of the agreement to be placed
on the,agenda for the September 6, 2017 Town Board Meeting.

7:10 P.M. PUBLIC HEARING - VARIANCE REQUEST, 5451 WILLIAMS AVENUE -
CONSIDER A 7.3° RIGHT-OF-WAY SETBACK VARIANCE AND A 13’ RIGHT-OF-WAY
SETBACK VARIANCE TO ALLOW CONSTRUCTION OF A GARAGE: The Public Hearing
was held at 7:20 p.m. Prudhon moved to waive the reading of Public Notice noting that proper
publication was made. Ruzek seconded. Ayes all. Ruzek moved to open the Public Hearing.
Prudhon seconded. Ayes all.

The Planner reported that Ms. Howard is requesting approval of a 7.3’ side yard setback and a
13’ right-of-way setback variance which, if approved, would allow construction of a new garage
on the same footprint as her existing garage. He provided an overhead showing the location of
the property. The garage is located 22’ from the Ridgeway Avenue right-of-way and 2.7’ from
the south lot line. Thirty-five foot right-of-way and 10’ side yard setbacks are required. The
garage is 22.2" wide and 24.3’ in depth. The overhang is 6” or less with a slight pitch. The
homeowner is planning to construct the same sized garage in the same location. The pitch of
the roof and overhangs are planned to be increased. The Howard lot is 10,454 square feet in
area, 95’ wide at its maximum point. The property is in a neighborhood where there are several
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structure encroachments into the setback area. The garage fronts on Ridgeway. Adjacent to the
Howard garage there are two others within 35’, which access Ridgeway Avenue. One of these
garages meet setback requirements, the other two, including the Howard garage do not. The
closest garage, at 5441 Ridgeway, is approximately 18’ from the right-of-way. The Howard home
is closer to the Ridgeway right-of-way than the garage (3.9’ from the right-of-way at its closest
point. The Howard home was remodeled in 2006. A 31.1’ right-of-way setback variance was
approved to add a second story to the home. A setback variance was also approved for the
home at 5433 Ridgeway. A right-of-way setback variance to construct a new garage at 5433
Ridgeway was considered in 2014, but the Variance Board recommended to the property owner
to place the new garage to meet setback requirements as there was room on the lot to construct
a garage without setback requirements. There appears to be room on the lot to move the garage
so it is further away from the right-of-way than the existing garage. Shifting the garage will
require removal of a large tree and possibly a playground area. The Variance Board reviewed
the request and recommended shifting the new garage 3.3’ further from the lot lines than the
existing garage. The representative of Ms. Howard thought that the property owner may not
agree to the increased side setback due to impacts to their existing trees and landscaping,
playground, and use of their yard. Mr. Diller was encouraged to stake a 6’ side setback and
discuss the location with the Howards. This would still require a 4’ side yard setback variance.
Based on their discussion, the Variance Board moved to recommend to the Town Board to
approve a 4’ side yard setback variance and a 13’ right-of-way setback variance to construct a
new garage, noting that it is an undersized lot of record and.that there are many other similar
substandard setbacks in the neighborhood. The Planning Commission reviewed the request and
recommended approval of the variance as requested in the location with 7.3’ side yard and 13’
right-of-way setback variances. It was a split vote with fourin favor and two opposed.

The Planner reported-that one letter was received opposing the variance as requested because
they had a similar situation one block north of the Howard address several years ago where they
requested approval of a variance to reconstruct a garage in the same location and the request
was denied. In response to a question regarding the length of the overhang, the Planner stated
that the existing garage has two 4" overhangs. A new garage would have a one foot overhang
and an 18” overhang on the front door of the garage. In response to a question if the request is
due to the undersized lot of record, the Planner stated that the property is more than 105 feet so
is not considered undersized.

Prudhon moved toiopen the pﬂublic comment portion of the Public Hearing. Ruzek seconded.
Ayes all.

Kristin Howard, 5451 Williams Avenue, stated that she has a large playground area and if the
garage has to be moved she would lose part of that area. She stated that she does not have a
large yard and to move the garage would require the removal of a large tree. She stated that
her neighbors support what she wants to do.

An abutting neighbor stated that they are fine with leaving the garage in the same location. She
stated that if the garage is moved a huge oak tree would have to be removed and the play area
would be impacted. She stated that they are going to move their garage further back into their
yard so the Howard garage would not seem so close.
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Lanette Maclintosh, 5445 Williams Avenue stated that she has no problem with the garage as
proposed. It is fine with them.

Gary Mumaugh, 5441 Ridgeway Avenue stated they have no problem with leaving the garage
where it is. He stated that his five grandkids play in the Howard play area all the time.

Brad Diller, builder, stated that this area is a small community. Those areas along the lake are
pretty tight. There are many garages in the area that do not meet the setbacks or any code at
all. He stated that it would be nice to leave the garage where it is because Ms. Howard has a
nice green space in the back. With the new garage and better gutter system it will control the
run off better and would not run down the alley. He stated that the garage as it is now has settled
badly and is in need of repair. He stated the house has been completely remodeled. Prudhon
asked the location of the oak tree. Brad Diller pointed out on the overhead the location of the
silver maple which he said is huge and is in front of the garage and in the green space. Prudhon
asked why in shifting the garage off the lot line it would affect the tree. Brad Diller stated that
there is another mature tree and the property is landscaped.. In response to a question about
converting the run off, Brad Diller stated that a neighbor showed him his run off system using a
French drain. The same could be done behind the Howard garage. Now when the water runs
off the garage it pools and it is like a skating.rink down the slope in the winter.

Kermes asked the Planner what the reason was for denying the variance at 5456 Bald Eagle.
The Planner stated that when putting something back in the same location the Town has
historically liked it if something is new to shift it back a little to meet setback requirements if
possible. '

Prudhon noted that the Town Board always tries to accommodate the people with their requests.
He stated that conditions for granting a variance is due to reasonable use of the property. If
there is room to move a garage it is hard to prove a hardship. He stated that in this situation he
would agree to move the garage a foot and one half. To leave it in the same spot would be
setting a precedence for the Town. By improving the situation one half of what the Variance
Board recommends he would approve it. The Town Attorney stated that the law was changed in
2009 regarding variances. Each variance is unique. Uniqueness was based on undue hardship
but now is called practical difficulties. Uniqueness and central character of the neighbor are also
considered. The Town Board looks at each variance as unique to itself. By establishing
uniqueness of application it helps determine the findings of facts and rationale for each
application. . '

There was no further public comment. Ruzek moved to close the public comment portion of the
Public Hearing. Prudhon seconded. Ayes all. Ruzek moved to close the Public Hearing. Prudhon
seconded. Ayes all.

Prudhon moved, based on Planning Commission and Variance Board review and
recommendation to approve 5.9' side yard setback variance and a 13’ right-of-way setback
variance to construct a new garage in the same location at 5451 Williams Avenue, noting that it
is an undersized lot; the garage will be an improvement; there will be less disruption of

landscaping; concern of the applicant and building of water runoff from the building; and the
support of three of the neighbors who provided testimony at the meeting. Ruzek seconded.

7:20 P.M. PUBLIC HEARING - WATER GREMLIN, 4336 OTTER LAKE ROAD -
CONSTRUCTION REQUEST AS FOLLOWS: 1) COMPREHENSIVE PLAN AMENDMENT: 2)
REZONING; 3) VACATION OF EASEMENTS; MINOR SUBDIVISION; PERMITTED USE
STANDARDS PERMIT: The Public Hearing was held at 7:40 p.m. Ruzek moved to waive the
reading of Public Notice noting that proper publication was made. Prudhon seconded. Ayes all.
Prudhon moved to open the Public Hearing. Ruzek seconded. Ayes all.

The Planner reported that Water Gremlin Company is requesting approval of a Comprehensive
Plan Amendment; rezoning; vacation of drainage and utility easements; minor subdivision; and
Permitted Use Standards which would allow them to construct a 72,000 square foot addition
onto their new southern campus building at 4370 Otter Lake Road. This building was constructed
in 2013 after Town approval of similar permits. The addition is proposed to add manufacturing
and warehousing space to the building. The addition is proposed on the north side of the building.
The existing single family home at 4336 Otter Lake Road is being purchased by Water Gremlin.
The home will be demolished. A portion of the new addition and parking lot will be constructed
on the site where the home currently is located. The home and lot are currently zoned R-1,

Suburban Residential and the Comprehensive Plan designation is Residential Low Density. The
Zoning and Comprehensive Plan must be changed in order to approve the Water Gremlin Plans.

A minor Comprehensive Plan amendment must be approved by the Town and the Metropolitan
Council to re-guide the property at 4336 Otter Lake Road from residential to industrial. In 2012
when Water Gremlin proposed their newest building, a similar Comprehensive Plan amendment
was requested and approved for a single family home property abutting the home at 4336 Otter
Lake Road. The specific amendment is to reclassify the property at 4336 Otter Lake Road from
residential to industrial. Prior to submitting the proposed Comprehensive Plan amendment to the
Met Council for review, the Town Board must give concept approval and adjacent governmental
units and School District #624 must be notified of the plan change. A 60 day review period is
allowed. The incorporation of the home at 4336 into the Water Gremlin Company property has
been anticipated for several years.

The home at 4336 Otter Lake Road is currently zoned R-1, Suburban Residential. The proposed
Water Gremlin addition and related parking lot are proposed to be located partially on this
property. Since the building is industrial use, the property must be rezoned accordingly. The
home previously located adjacent to 4336 Otter Lake Road was rezoned in 2012 when the Water
Gremlin building was approved. One other home site adjacent to the home at 1584 Whitaker
Street was also rezoned to accommodate expansion plans for the original Water Gremlin
building.

When the new Water Gremlin building was constructed in 2013, drainage and utility easements
were provided around the perimeter of the property. Since the home at 4336 Otter Lake Road
was not included in the original development, easements were provided around the perimeter of
that property. Since the 4336 Otter Lake Road property is now being incorporated into the
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campus, the easements abutting 3 sides of the property need to be vacated. A 10’ drainage and
utility easement will be provided along Otter Lake Road where 4336 Otter Lake Road now
stands. Kermes asked if the shorter easement in front of the property needs to be approved.
The Planner explained that only vacating the current easement is required. Approval of the
establishment of the easement will be part of the Permitted Use Standards Permit by adopting
the plans.

A Permitted Use Standards Permit is requested to construct the addition as proposed. Section
9-3.4 of the Zoning Ordinance sets the standards which must be met in order to approve the
permit. )

A minor subdivision will split 3’ off of the lot at 4336 Otter Lake Road along Otter Lake Road
which would be dedicated as public right-of-way. This will create a 66’ right-of-way consistent
along this portion of Otter Lake Road.

Prudhon moved to open the public comment portion of the Public Hearing. Ruzek seconded.
Ayes all. "

Kermes asked for comments on each of the five requests: Comprehensive Plan Amendment;
rezoning; vacation of drainage and utility.easements; Permitted Use Standards Permit; and
Minor Subdivision

There was no public comment on the Comprehensive Plan Amendment.

Ruzek moved, based on Planning Commission and Staff review and recommendation to
approve a Comprehensive Plan Amendment which will change the designation of the property
at 4336 Otter Lake Road from Residential Low Density to an Industrial Designation. Prudhon
seconded. Ayes all.

There was no public commenfon the Rezoning request.

Ruzek moved, based on Planning Commission and Staff review and recommendation to
approve the Rezoning request which will rezone the property at 4336 Otter Lake Road from R-
1 — Suburban Residential to an -1 Light Industrial District and to authorize execution and
publication in the newspaper. Prudhon seconded. Ayes all.

There was no public comment on the vacation of drainage and utility easements.

Prudhon moved, based on Planning Commission and Staff review and recommendation to
approve Vacation of Drainage and Utility Easements which will vacate the existing easements
on the Water Gremlin property which surround the 4336 Otter Lake Road property and to Adopt
the Resolution Ordering Vacation of Drainage and Utility Easement. Ruzek seconded. Ayes all.

There was no public comment on the Permitted Use Standards Permit.
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Ruzek moved, based on Planning Commission and Staff review and recommendation to
approve a Permitted Use Standards Permit which will allow construction of a 72,000 square foot
addition onto the Water Gremlin south campus building following requirements listed on pages
125, 126, and 127 of the meeting packet. Prudhon seconded. Ayes alll.

Prudhon moved to close the public comment portion of the Public Hearing. There was no public
comment on the Minor Subdivision. Ruzek seconded. Ayes all. Ruzek moved to close the Public
Hearing. Prudhon seconded. Ayes all.

Ruzek moved, based on Planning Commission and Staff review and recommendation to
approve a Minor Subdivision to split three feet off of the lot at 4336 Otter Lake Road along Otter
Lake Road which would be dedicated as public right-of-way which will create a 66’ right-of-way
consistent along this portion of Otter Lake Road. Prudhon seconded. Ayes all.

7:45 P.M. PUBLIC HEARING — ORDINANCE NO. 35 AMENDMENTS - CONSIDER
AMENDING SECTION 6-2 — DISTRICT PURPOSES; SECTION 6-4 — PERMITTED USES:

ENTERTAINMENT ZONE: The Public Hearing was held at 8:00 p.m. Ruzek moved to waive
the reading of Public Notice noting that proper publication was made.

The Planner reported that this is a first reading' for 'amendmen-t of the Zoning Ordinance because
publication did not include all sections of the Zoning Ordinance which are proposed to be
amended, specifically the definition section. It is recommended that the Hearing be continued
to September 18, 2017. The Town has been advised that the Town has to include somewhere
in the Town for adult uses and sexually oriented businesses. The Planning Commission has
been reviewing locations and existing sites, separation from schools, homes, and daycares.
Other communities model wording was studied.  The Planning Commission has identified the
old town hall site on Hoffman Road as a site where adult use can be allowed in the Town. The
Planning Commission recommends creating a zoning district specifically for this use. Other
details would include setback requirements and specifics for what that use would entail. An
amendment to the Zoning Ordinance and amendment to the Zoning Map is requested as well
as amendment to the district purposes, permitted and conditional uses list, and table 7-1 which
sets setback requirements for any home or business. The Planner recommended calling a new
public hearing since sectlons were omitted in publication of the Public Hearing.

There was no public comment. Ruzek moved to close the public comment portion of the Public
Hearing. Prudhon seconded Ayes all. Ruzek moved to close the Public Hearing. Prudhon
seconded. Ayes all.

Ruzek moved to deny the request for Ordinance No. 35 Amendments due to deficient
publication. Prudhon seconded. Ayes all.

Ruzek moved to call a Public Hearing for September 18, 2017 at 7:10 p.m. to consider Ordinance
No. 35 amendments as follows: Section 3 — Definitions; Section 6-2 — District Purposes; Section
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6-4 — Permitted Uses; Section 6-5 — Conditional Uses; Table 7-1 — Establishing the Adult
Entertainment Zone; and Adding Section 7-19. Prudhon seconded. Ayes all.

The Planner provided an overhead showing the location of the property. He reported that
Southwinds proposes to close the liquor store from the Bald Eagle Quick Stop building and
relocate it to the car wash building. The car wash would be eliminated if the new Conditional Use
Permit is approved. The plans for the liquor store after it is relocated may be a coffee shop
although a specific use has not been determined as yet and is not under consideration at this
time. A Conditional Use Permit was approved in 1999 for the liquor store Modifying the site
requires a new Conditional Use Permit. In addition to construction of the new liquor store several
other site modifications are proposed. The storage building is planned to be demolished and
the existing driveway will be shifted to create two more parking stalls. The driveway coming out
of the car wash will be converted into three parking stalls in front of the building. A new sidewalk
is planned as well as a deck along a portion of the building. Parking requirements were discussed
to be sure that there would be enough parking. Based on the proposed use there should be 54
parking stalls. There are 61 parking stalls identified. The Planning Commission recommended
additional parking stalls, another 3 or 4 spaces can be added. With the removal of the storage
building in the back, The Planning Commission recommended approval of the Conditional Use
Permit subject to the following conditions: 1) adding three parking spaces at the location
described; 2) construction of trash enclosure, as required for commercial sites in the Town; 3)
Fire Inspector inspection; and 4) requirement of the Town Engineer. Since no changes are being
made to the driveway to nghway 61 a MnDOT permitis not required. There is an existing gravel
driveway connecting the two sites which will be eliminated with formalizing of the parking and
curbing. Prudhon asked the Town Engineer if he has looked at the proposal. The Town
Engineer reported that they have reviewed the plan. Since there are no changes to the
connection to Highway 61, the plan is fine. The biggest item was elimination of the connection
to the south properties. It was discussed if there could be a turnaround area towards the south
so that the cars could turn around at the west side of the liquor store. Prudhon asked if there
were any issues with alteration around the drainage pond. The Town Engineer reported that the
drainage was addressed through the current area and very little adjustments are being made to
the site itself. Ruzek noted that the parking area in front of the liquor was for two spaces with
those being handicapped parking which would give more room to back out. The Planner stated
that the Planning Commission recommendation was to convert the five parking spots to two
parking spots for handicapped parking. He reported that he discussed that with the developer
after the Planning Commission recommendation. The developer was not excited about the
recommendation. Prudhon noted that with people parking there it makes it hard for people to
back up into the exit and entrance to the site. The Planner reported that a turnaround has been
created on the plan to accommodate backing up and turning. The developer’s plan does not
reflect that but he did see the modified plan which showed the hatching with the change. He
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would still like to see three spaces, but the turnaround is fine. Prudhon asked if the turnaround
could be done without infringing on the lot line. The Planner stated that it would not infringe on
the lot line. He stated that an option was to close the access entirely. It was discussed with
MnDOT and they feel that a problem is for the fuel trucks to get around the site practically and
have to use the access by the liquor store to fuel up. Ruzek asked if the plan is still short two
parking spots. The Planner stated that based on the current plan they need to add three more
spots. Prudhon asked if there is a proposal for signage since it is a separate building. The
Planner reported that there has been no discussion regarding a new sign. He reported that they
could relocate the monument sign and put the liquor store on the monument sign. He stated
that part of the proposal is the existence of a pylon sign that has been relocated so there are
two pylon signs. Prudhon asked about lighting on the building. The Planner reported that no
plans have been submitted for lighting as yet. He stated that the Ordinance does not permit any
flashing lights, only concealed downward lighting. Prudhon asked if the footprint of the building
would change. The Planner stated that only the roof pitch on the car wash building would change.

There was no public comment. Ruzek moved to close the public comment portion of the Public
Hearing. Prudhon seconded. Ayes all. Ruzek moved to close the Public Hearing. Prudhon
seconded. Ayes all.

Ruzek moved, based on Planning Commission and Staff review and recommendation to
approve the Conditional Use Permit with attached requirements (noting that #7 of the
requirements should state that parking stalls allocated in front of the liquor store building shall
have two stalls designated handicapped. A turnaround shall be provided to the south of the
parking stalls) for Southwind Holdings, LLC, 5960 Highway 61, to allow conversion of the car
wash to a liquor store and related improvements, upon recelpt of a plan that shows the two
handicapped parking stails for staff review. Prudhon seconded. Ayes all.

VEECO, 4875 CONSTELLATION DRIVE — REQUEST FOR SIGN INSTALLATION VARIANCE
FROM ORDINANCE NO. 33. SIGN - ORDINANCE: Veeco is requesting approval of a sign
ordinance variance which would allow them to install a second building mounted sign at 4875
Constellation Drive. There is currently a west facing sign on the building. The second sign is
proposed on-the east side of the building. The sign is proposed to be 40 square feet in area,
matching the west facing sign. The Town'’s sign ordinance permits each business to have one
building mounted sign up to 100 square feet in area. A variance is requested which would allow
two building mounted signs not exceeding a total of 80 square feet. The Town has approved
several sign quantity variances for industrial and commercial buildings. Approvals have been
subject to the total square footage not exceeding the 100 square foot maximum requirement.
This variance request is consistent with previously approved sign variance requests. The
Variance Board and Planning Commission have reviewed the request and recommend approval.

Ruzek moved, based on Variance Board, Planning Commission and Staff review and
recommendation to approve the variance requested which would allow two building mounted
signs not exceeding a total of 80 square feet at Veeco, 4875 Constellation Drive. Prudhon
seconded. Ayes all.
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MEAD PARK PICNIC SHELTER — APPROVE ROOF REPLACEMENT: The Planner reported
that the Mead Park shelter was built in the summer of 1990 by Town staff. Since then the
structural components of the shelter have been stained multiple times to prevent weathering and
to make it aesthetically pleasing. The asphalt shingle roof is now due for replacement due to age
and weathering. When the shelter roof was originally constructed, no drip edge was incorporated
in the design, which has contributed to the need for roof deck sheeting and fascia repairs. Public
Works has received three quotes for making the repair to the roof deck sheeting and fascia,
installing standing seam steel roofing, install steel roofing, install steel gable ends to the roof and
wrap the fascia in aluminum to make everything maintenance free. The three quotes are from
American Eagle Home Improvement for $4,530.00, All Around for $5,010.20, and SJ Anderson
Construction for $8,925.00. The project is identified in the 2017-2021 Capital Improvement Plan.
There is $3,000 designated funding in Parks CIP for this project, The remaining balance above
the designated amount would be provided by other CIP projects that came under budget in 2017.
Ruzek reported that the Public Works Director has reviewed the roof repair with the Park Board.

Prudhon moved, based on Public Works Director and Staff's review and recommendation to
approve the quote for the Mead Park picnic shelter reroofing project from American Eagle Home
Improvement for $4,530.00, with funding from the Parks CIP. Ruzek seconded. Ayes all.

PUBLIC WORKS BUILDING DORMERS - AUTHORIZE TKDA TO ENGINEER A DORMER
DESIGN OVER THE TWO FRONT SERVICE DOORS: The Safety Committee meets to ensure
that safety measures are in place in and around the Township and Public Works buildings, and
to field any concerns raised-by employees: A safety concern was received by the committee
regarding snow and ice chunks falling off the Public Works building roof. Upon review of the
concern received, it was determined that two of the doors on the Public Works building slope in
such a way that when snow or ice slides off the building it could be a danger to people and
property. The Town Engineer reported that he will work with Public Works to put together the
design and go out for quotes for:an amount not to exceed $8,000.00

Prudhon moved, based on Safety Committee review and recommendation to authorize TKDA to
engineer a design for dormers over the two service doors on the south side of the Public Works
building at.a cost not to exceed $8,000 to include design and going out for quotes, with funding
from the Building Fund, (noting that the total project cost is estimated to be $30,000). Ruzek
seconded. Ayes all.

NORTH OAKS UTILITY BILLING — APPROVE MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING &
AUTHORIZE EXECUTION BY THE TOWN BOARD CHAIR AND TOWN CLERK: The Finance
Officer reported that the Town bills the City of North Oaks for various lift station and water activity
monitoring and maintenance. The Town is trying to standardize the billings so that the routine
maintenance would be billed to North Oaks quarterly who will add the cost to their billings to the
residents. However it requires an addendum to the Joint Powers Agreements that the Town has
with the City of North Oaks. The City would like to make this change as quickly as possible.
The Town Attorney has drawn up a Memorandum of Understanding with the City of North Oaks
to allow the billing on a regular basis. Revised Joint Powers Agreements will be drafted for Town
Board review and approval. The Town Attorney reported that paragraph G of Section 6 of the
agreement grants the Town the authority to adjust maintenance charges for the sanitary sewer
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system annually. He stated that the Memorandum of Understanding allows for the Town to bill
the City on a regular basis for water and sewer service.

Ruzek moved, based on Town Attorney and Finance Officer's review and recommendation to
approve the Memorandum of Understanding regarding North Oak Billing Procedures and
authorize execution by the Town Board Chair and Town Clerk. Prudhon seconded. Ayes all.
OPEN TIME: No one appeared for the open portion of the meeting.

RECEIPT OF AGENDA MATERIALS / SUPPLEMENTS: Ruzek moved to receive all agenda
materials and supplements for tonight's meeting. Prudhon seconded. Ayes all.

Re: Second Quarter 2017 Financial Report

In June, the Town received a positive report from the Town’s auditors on the Town's 2016 audit,
which has been submitted to GFOA for the Certificate of Achievement award and used to
generate the Annual Town Popular Report, which will be mailed with the next utility billing cycle.
If the Town is awarded the Certificate of Achievement award, it will be the 21™ consecutive year
the Town has received the award. Now that the second quarter is complete, it is time to update
the Board on the Town’s year-to-date finances. The key to the Town'’s finances are that even
though we are 50% through the year, revenues and expenditures do not flow evenly though the
year. There are some one time expenditure spent at the beginning of the year which makes the
Town look like it will over spend its budget, for example the Debt Service Funds, but over the
course of the year will actually be in line with budgeted amounts. Likewise, on the revenue side
the major revenue source is property taxes and special assessments, which are received in July
and December. In addition, utility billing revenues are only received once a quarter. Last year,
Debt Service Fund revenue was 174% due to onetime transfers to fund debt retirements.

Below is a chart comparing budget to actual revenue and expenditures for the years 2016 and
2017.

It should be noted that the budget amounts are for half the fiscal year and the actual is year to
date. The rest of the report will detail the revenues and expenditures of each of the fund types.



GENERAL FUND

Through the second quarter, revenues are above budget projections and expenditures are
slightly below budget, which is shown in future charts. However, the chart below shows how
revenues are below expenditures levels for the first half of the year which is typical until the
Town receives its first half property tax payment in July. In addition, one can see how the Town
depends on reserves (cash balances) until that tax payment is received. The increase in cash
from April through June is from the sale of investments and receiving an advance payment of
the July tax settlement, not from revenues.

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For the year, the Town has received 16.20% of the budgeted revenue through the end of June,
which is a bit ahead of last year at this time. Licenses and permits have collected 69.85% of
their budgets so far. Also as shown in the code enforcement reports building permit revenue is
down slightly. Also in 2016 rental and dog licenses were renewed, which generated $28,461.00
in revenue in 2016 compared to $1,222.00 in 2017. Intergovernmental revenues include cable
TV Franchise Fees, which were collected during the second quarter for $129,461.30 when only
$138,846 was budgeted. The chart on the following page compares budget to actual revenues
for the last three years. For this chart, the monthly revenues are %z of the total revenue budget
with the exception of property taxes, which are included in the July, and December budget
numbers only.

Expenditure Comparision
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If expenditures were spent evenly throughout the year, the Town should have spent 50% of its
budget, which is the budget amounts in the previous charts. The only activity over 50% spent of
their budgets after the 2™ quarter was public works, which are due to one-time expenditures for
their equipment rental fee paid to the Town’s Capital Equipment Fund and a one-time transfer to
the Capital Projects Funds for the Town’s annual sealcoat project. These one-time transfers
were completed in January.

The bad new is that there are expenditures that occur during the summer months, such as,
beach operations and part-time public works summer help, all of which will increase
expenditures in the coming months for both public works and parks and already have both
departments above actual expenditure for last year at this time as shown in the chart below. In
addition, an intern temporary secretarial help was hired in the third quarter, which will increase
the General Government department. As the year progresses, staff will monitor these
department to keep within budget levels.

Overall, the General Fund appears to be in good shape through the first half of the year.
However, due to the loss revenue of some of the antenna leases and the added intern
expenditures, revenues and expenditures finish the year near budget amounts.

SPECIAL REVENUE FUNDS

The Town has moved the two Special Revenue Funds, the Park Acquisition Fund and Township
Day’s Festival to the Capital Project Funds and General Fund respectively. Therefore, there are
no revenues or expenditures for these in 2017.

DEBT SERVICE FUNDS

On February 1% the Town paid its 2017 debt obligations of $1,085,000.00 in principal and
$45.125.00 of interest. The Town now has $2,290,000.00 in outstanding debt. The next




scheduled debt payment is the interest only payment of $26,842.50 due August 1*. Funding
comes from Water Utility Fund revenues as well as property taxes, special assessments, and
tax increments, which the Town will receive with the first half 2016 property tax settlement in
July. The $645,995.87 in revenues received through the second quarter are from the budgeted
transfers from other Town funds for their share of the debt payments, first quarter prepaid
special assessments, and first quarter interest earnings.

CAPITAL PROJECT FUNDS

Revenues received are from first quarter prepaid special assessments, first quarter interest
earnings, the billboard lease in the Community Park Fund, and a transfer from the Town's
General Fund for the Town’s annual sealcoating project. The expenditures are transfers from
the Towns EDA Fund to the Debt Service Funds for their share of 2017 bond payments.

The Town’s Enterprise Funds second quarter financial information is as follows:

Revenues for the first half of the year are above last year revenues due to the rate increases in
all utilities. Expenses for the year are similar to prior year expenses, except the water tower
painting and sewer-lining project have increased expenses compared to 2016. Keeping in mind
that the expense budget for the Enterprise Funds includes depreciation which is not recorded
until year-end. Again, nothing is unusual from the budget through the first half of the year for
the Enterprise Funds.

INTERNAL SERVICE FUNDS

The Town's Town Building, Capital Equipment, and Risk Management Funds have collected
their one-time fees from the General Fund and Enterprise Funds, thus they have collected
95.59% or their revenues, with only interest earnings for the year to be recorded.

The Town Building Fund has not spent any of their budget so far while the Capital Equipment
Fund has spent $84,030.27 or 45.37% of their budget so far.

The Risk Management Fund has paid the worker's compensation premiums and the majority of
the 2017 insurance premiums, so its expense activity is almost completed for the year.
Premiums are anticipated to cost the Town $146,375, which is an increase of $5,915 from 2016.
All of 2017 the worker’s compensation premiums were paid for $31,579.00 compared to



$51,254.60 in 2016 and $43,481.00 for 2015. The decrease is due to decreases in claims,
which results in a lower experience modification factor, and an increase in the Town'’s
deductible. Overall, the Risk Management fund has spent 73.79% of its 2017 budget.

CASH AND INVESTMENTS

Finally, the Town had $9,796,544.68 invested as of June 30* This compares to
$113,754,226.33 invested last year at this time. The investments had an average interest rate
of 3.078% compared to 2.757% last year. Interest rates have move up slightly from last year.
The chart below shows the Town'’s invested funds for the last four years.

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The other factor and equally important as funds invested is the Town's cash in the bank. These
are the funds the Town uses to pay its bills each month. Since the Town receives the majority
of its money in July and December from tax settlements, it is not unusual for the Town to have a
large amount of cash available in those months with the funds being drawn down in the
proceeding months. Depending on expenditures and other revenues collect the Town may
draw on its investments to help meet its cash needs, as was the case during the second quarter
of 2017 to pay for the water tower painting and sewer lining projects. The chart on the following
page demonstrates the cash flow for the Township.

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CONCLUSION

The Township had a typical first half of the year financially. Through the second quarter, it
appears revenues could finish the year close to budgeted amounts for most revenue sources,
as will expenditures. The exception to this could be the Enterprise Funds where revenues are
higher than anticipated due to the rate increases. The Township has sufficient cash and
investments to meet its obligations until the Township receives its first tax settlement in July,
however investment earnings remains low. Therefore, it would appear the Township is in good
financial shape for 2017.

Dear Sirs:

I have reviewed the proposed Agreement for Soft Recyclables between the Township and Great
Lakes Recycling, Inc. First the agreement must be changed from “City” to “Town”. Before entering
into this agreement, I need to confirm that it does not conflict with the existing contract with
Republic Services. I would especially note the definition of “soft recyclables”. See Paragraph K,
Section 29 of the contract. In addition to cloth, soft recyclables also include small appliances, irons,
radios, audio equipment, cameras, lamps, hair dryers, tools, toasters, microwaves, coffeemakers,
dishes, pots and pans. This does not appear to conflict with the recycling list contained on the
Town’s website. However, it would be advisable to review this with Republic.

Concerning Republic, there is also the term that allows Great Lakes Recycling to choose their own
containers. I would advise that the Town have some say in the color and type of containers. We
would want to avoid conflict with Republic’s containers. This is especially true because the
collection dates under this agreement are the same as those for Republic.

This is a five-year contract. However, either party may cancel without cause upon 180-days written
notice. | would note that if the Town decides to cancel, the Town cannot enter into a new soft
recyclable program for a period of three years after termination. This should be negotiated down. |
would recommend no more than 18 months.

Great Lakes will pay the town $.01/pound of gross receipts. See Paragraph 10. The Town will also
receive monthly reports setting forth the amount of recyclables collected. See Paragraph 19. The
Town also has the right to conduct an inspection of Great Lakes’ facilities” equipment and operations
for the purpose of insuring compliance with the agreement. See Paragraph 20. In addition, the
agreement calls for regular meetings between the Town and Great Lakes Recycling. The agreement

does call for each party to designate representatives to attend these meetings. If the Town elects to
execute this agreement, it should also in the same resolution designate the representatives who will
meet with Great Lakes Recycling.

The language of both Paragraphs 14 and 15 idemnify and hold the Town harmless from any personal
injury or damages resulting from Great Lakes Recycling’s activities. The one exception would be
damage caused by the Town’s negligence. This is a standard term and I see no problem with it.
Paragraph 14 does provide for insurance coverage, $1 million general liability and $2 million for
vehicle liability. In addition, Paragraph 14 requires Great Lakes to maintain worker’s compensation
and industrial insurance. Again these are standard terms.

Great Lakes is responsible to comply with all state and federal laws and local ordinances. See
Paragraphs 16 and 22. In addition, Great Lakes Recycling is also responsible for all tax liabilities
created by the activity. See Paragraph 17.

Paragraph 25 confirms that Great Lakes Recycling is an independent contractor, and that this is not a
joint venture between the Town and Great Lakes Recycling. Paragraph 26 provides that neither party
has the right to assign this agreement without the written consent of the other party.

There is one final point I would note. Section 29 contains definitions. One of those definitions is the
“Service Area”. See Paragraph (i). “Service Area” is the municipal corporate limits of the Town.
However, Great Lakes Recycling does have the right to add one or more adjacent municipalities
within a 40-mile radius with a minimum of 40,000 households, which may be increased to a
minimum of 100,000 households to the “Service Area”. This raises an interesting question regarding
the contractor’s fee set out in Section 10. I am assuming that each additional municipality would be
signing the same agreement. If each municipality is entitled to $.01/pound of gross receipts,  would
like to know how Great Lakes Recycling intends to break down the gross receipts if a “Service Area”
contains more than one municipality.

AGREEMENT FOR COLLECTION OF SOFT RECYCLABLES

This Agreement for the Collection of Soft Recyclables (“Agreement™) is made and
entered into this _ day of August, 2017, (the “Date of Execution”) by and between White Bear
Township, a municipal corporation with an address at 1281 Hammond Road, White Bear
Township, MN (herein referred to as “TOWN”), and Great Lakes Recycling, Inc. d/b/a Simple
Recycling, an Ohio corporation with a business address at 5425 Naiman Parkway, Solon, OH
44139 (together which with its successors and assigns, herein referred to as "Contractor").

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, Contractor is skilled and experienced in the collection and efficient
recycling and disposition of Soft Recyclables; and

WHEREAS, TOWN desires to limit and restrict the quantity of Soft Recyclables which
are deposited in the landfill; and

WHEREAS, TOWN has selected Contractor to collect, identify, haul, recycle and/or
dispose of Soft Recyclables in the TOWN’S Service Area; and

WHEREAS, Contractor can provide such services and is in the business of and has the
expertise, experience, resources and capability to perform the collecting, identifying, packaging,
hauling, recycling and/or disposing of Soft Recyclables; and

Now, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and material promises set forth
below and other consideration the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged by
the parties, Contractor and TOWN (herein collectively called the “Parties™) hereby agree as
follows:

1. Term. This Agreement shall begin upon the Date of Execution and continue for an
initial term of five (5) years (the “Initial Term™). At the end of the Initial Term TOWN has the
right to renew for additional five (5) year terms upon mutual agreement (each such term an
“Extension Term” and collectively, the “Term™). Unless either Party provides written notice to
the other Party at least sixty (60) days prior to the end of the Initial Term or any Extension Term,
the Term shall automatically renew for an unlimited number of five-year terms. During the
Term, Contractor shall have the sole and exclusive rights to pick up Soft Recyclables in the
TOWN’S Service Area through municipal contracted pick up.

2. Contractor’s Program Commencement. During the Term, Contractor agrees to
begin providing program services on a date no later than the , or; the Date of
Commencement will be no later than twelve (12) months from the Date of Execution of this
Agreement. On the Date of Commencement, Contractor agrees to furnish all labor, equipment,
tools, and services required and necessary for the collection and disposal of Soft Recyclables
within TOWN and provide qualified supervisory personnel to direct the activities of Contractor
under this Agreement.




3. Collection Procedures. During the Term and after the Date of Commencement,
Contractor shall collect all acceptable Soft Recyclables set-out for recycling and collection by
Residential Customers in approved Containers. The decision of what is an "acceptable" Soft
Recyclable shall be made in the sole reasonable discretion of Contractor and will be
communicated to the TOWN and its residents through joint marketing efforts. However, in no
event shall Contractor be required to accept any Excluded Items (excluded items include, but are
not limited to the following items: garbage, hazardous waste, carpet, newspapers, mattresses,
large furniture, large appliances, yard waste) and in no event shall Contractor provide service to
Commercial Customers. Contractor shall not be responsible for collecting Soft Recyclables
which have fallen or been placed Curbside but are not in a Container. Contractor agrees to
operate collection vehicles in such a manner to prevent materials from being blown from the
vehicle. If at any time during collection and transport, Soft Recyclables are spilled onto a street,
sidewalk, or private property, Contractor shall clean up and place in the collection vehicle all
Soft Recyclables before the vehicle proceeds to the next stop on the collection route or shall
promptly make all other reasonably necessary arrangements for the immediate clean-up of
spilled Soft Recyclables. Contractor agrees to remove and dispose of all Soft Recyclables at no
cost to TOWN.

4. Ownership. Soft Recyclables set out for collection on the regularly scheduled
collection day shall belong to Contractor from the time of its set-out. Soft Recyclables physically
collected by Contractor shall be deemed acceptable Soft Recyclables for the purposes of its
obligations under this Agreement.

5. Set Out Procedures. Residents shall place Soft Recyclables into Containers and place
Containers at Curbside for collection. Overflow material shall be placed adjacent to the
Container(s) in plastic bags or other easily handled container. Soft Recyclables shall not be set
out in tied bundles. Contractor must collect all Soft Recyclables that are set out in this manner
and are placed within seven (7) feet of the Curbside. Containers shall be placed in a manner that
will not interfere with or endanger the movement of vehicles or pedestrians. When construction
work is being performed in the right-of-way, Containers shall be placed as close as practicable to
an access point for the collection vehicle. Contractor may decline to collect any Soft
Recyclables not set out in accordance with this paragraph.

6. Contamination and Improper Set Out. If Contractor encounters any improperly
packaged Soft Recyclables or other contaminants in the Container, Contractor may leave those
materials in the Container. Contractor must place a tag on the contaminant(s) that is not
collected. ,

7. Collection Schedule. Contractor shall divide the Service Area into collection areas to
coincide with TOWN collection dates. Collections shall be made from Service Recipients on a
regular schedule in accordance with the existing TOWN recycling pickup schedule for
households in buildings with one to four housing units; however, Contractor reserves the right to

alter the frequency of the scheduled pickups on an as needed basis with approval from the
TOWN.

Contractor shall not be required to perform any service under this Agreement on
Holidays. Contractor may interrupt the regular schedule and quality of service because of street
repairs, snow or other closures of public routes, which in Contractor's sole reasonable discretion



makes the pick-up of the Soft Recyclables from a Service Recipient impracticable under the
circumstances. Contractor will communicate any interruption to the TOWN.

8. Missed Collections and Complaints. Service Recipients shall be instructed by
TOWN to report missed collections and complaints to Contractor. The Program Brochure and
other program information shall include contact information for the Contractor to facilitate
communication from Service Recipients. Contractor shall give prompt and courteous attention
to all reported missed collections and complaints.

9. Inventory of Containers. During the term of this Agreement, Contractor shall
purchase (at its sole cost) and maintain an inventory of acceptable and approved Containers for
distribution to Service Recipients. Prior to commencement of service under this Agreement,
Contractor shall provide new Containers to each Service Recipient. Containers shall initially be
delivered to Service Recipients with an informational brochure on the recycling collection
program described herein that is produced and printed by the contractor and approved by
TOWN, which approval shall not be unreasonably withheld (the “Program Brochure™).

10. Contractor’s Fee. Contractor shall pay to TOWN a contract fee of One Cent (50.01)
per pound of gross receipts of Soft Recyclables in the TOWN. Payments shall be made to
TOWN not more than thirty (30) days following the close of each calendar month during the
term of this Agreement. Weight shall be collected and documented upon completion of each
collection day.

11. Publication Information and Education Program. TOWN shall provide public
information in the normal course to inform Service Recipients of this recycling program. The
content and timing of TOWN public information shall be coordinated with and approved by
Contractor. Contractor may prepare and distribute its own promotional materials subject to
TOWN approval, which approval shall not be unreasonably withheld. Contractor shall
participate in TOWN directed promotion and education efforts as outlined below:

a. During the course of the routine recycling pick up, provide and distribute notices
regarding rejected materials and proper set out procedures.

b. Training of employees to deal courteously with customers on the telephone and
on-route to promote the collection service and explain proper material preparation.

G Coordinate with TOWN for distribution of written promotional and instructional
materials directly to Service Recipients.

d. Be available a minimum of two times per year to participate in promoting the
collection service at an area fair, neighborhood association program, school, or
community event.

e Provide advice to TOWN on promotion and education material content and
presentation.

12. Telephone and Customer Service. Contractor shall maintain and staff a local toll-
free telephone number where complaints of Service Recipients shall be received, recorded and
handled by Contractor, between the hours of 9:00 AM and 4:30 PM Monday through Friday,
excluding Holidays. Typically, all "call backs" shall be attempted a minimum of one time prior

to 6:00 p.m. on the day of the call. If the caller is not contacted on the first attempt, Contractor
shall make subsequent attempts on the next working day after the original call. Contractor shall
make a minimum of three (3) attempts within twenty-four (24) hours of the receipt of the call.
All attempts to contact the caller shall be recorded on a log kept by Contractor.

13. Marketing and Disposition of Recyclable Material. Contractor shall be solely
responsible for the marketing and sale of collected Soft Recyclables, and shall be solely
responsible for the storage and disposition of the Soft Recyclables in the event it is unable to sell
the Soft Recyclables in a timely manner.

14. Insurance. During the term of this Agreement Contractor agrees to keep in force,
with an insurance company licensed to transact business in Minnesota, an "occurrence basis"
insurance policy or policies indemnifying, defending and saving harmless TOWN from all
damages (except for damages caused by TOWN’S own negligence, willful misconduct or
failure) which may be occasioned to any person, firm, or corporation, whether damages are by
reason of any willful or negligent act or acts on part of Contractor, its agents or employees, with
limits no less than:

a. General Liability: One Million and no/100 Dollars ($1,000,000.00) combined single
limit per occurrence for bodily injury, personal injury, and property damage. City must be
named as Additional Insured.

b. Vehicle Liability: Two Million and no/100 Dollars ($2,000,000.00) combined single
limit per accident for bodily injury and property damage.

c. Worker's Compensation/Industrial Insurance: Limits as required by the State of
Minnesota.

The general liability provisions in automobile liability policies are to contain, or be
endorsed to contain, the following provisions:

(1) TOWN, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers are to be covered
as insureds as respects: liability arising out of activities performed by or on behalf
of Contractor; products and completed operations of Contractor; premises owned,
occupied, or used by Contractor; or automobiles owned, leased, hired, or
borrowed by Contractor.

(ii)  Contractor's insurance coverage shall be primary insurance as TOWN, its
officers, officials, employees, and volunteers. Any insurance or self-insurance
maintained by TOWN, its officers, officials, employees, or volunteers shall be in
excess of Contractor's insurance and shall not contribute with it.

(ili)  Any failure to comply with reporting provisions of the policy shall not
affect coverage provided to TOWN, its officers, officials, employees, or
volunteers.

(iv) Contractor's insurance shall apply separate to each insured against whom
claim is made or suit is brought, except with respect to the limits of the insurer's
liability.

(V) Each insurance policy required by this clause shall be endorsed to state
that coverage shall not be suspended, voided, canceled by either party, nor

reduced in coverage or in limits except after thirty (30) days' prior written notice
has been given to TOWN.

15. Indemnification and Hold Harmless. Except for TOWN’S own negligence, willful
misconduct or failures, Contractor shall save, keep, and hold harmless TOWN, its officers,
agents, employees, and volunteers from all damages, costs, or expenses in law or equity that may
at any time arise or be set up because of damages to property or personal injury received by
reason of or in the course of performing work which may be occasioned by any willful or
negligent act or omission of Contractor, any of Contractor's employees, or any subcontractor. In
the event of liability for damages arising out of bodily injury to persons or damages to property
caused by or resulting from the concurrent negligence of Contractor and TOWN, its members,
officers, employees, and agents, Contractor's liability hereunder shall be only to the extent of
Contractor's negligence. The provisions of this paragraph shall survive the expiration or
termination of this Agreement.

16. Compliance with Law. Contractor agrees to comply with all published ordinances,
laws, rules, and regulations, together with amendments thereto, of the State of Minnesota, the
United States of America, or TOWN pertaining to the services to be performed hereunder.

17. Taxes. Contractor agrees to save TOWN harmless from any and all taxes or
assessments of any kind or nature levied by any political subdivision upon Contractor by reason
of services rendered for Soft Recyclables and disposal for TOWN.

18. Employee Conduct. All Contractor personnel must maintain a courteous and
respectful attitude toward the public at all times. At no time may they solicit, request or receive
gratuities of any kind. Contractor must direct its employees to avoid loud and/or profane
language at all times during the performance of duties. Any employee of Contractor who
engages in misconduct or is incompetent or negligent in the proper performance of duties or is
disorderly, dishonest, intoxicated, or discourteous must be removed from service under this
contract by Contractor.

19. Monthly Reports. Contractor shall provide monthly project status reports. These
reports will be due within fifteen (15) days of the close of the month being reported. At a
minimum, the reports shall include detailed data to allow analysis of collection and processing
efficiencies including pounds of Soft Recyclables collected in the prior month and the payment
of the required fee to TOWN.

20. Inspections. Upon reasonable advanced request to Contractor, TOWN may inspect
the facilities, equipment and operations of Contractor to assure itself of the appearance and
compliance with provisions of this Agreement. Upon reasonable advance request, TOWN may
review the records kept on the Soft Recyclables collected under the terms of this Agreement to
test and validate the weights claimed. TOWN agrees to notify Contractor, in writing, at least
forty-eight (48) hours prior to any such inspection and shall indicate the reasonable basis for
requesting the inspection.

21. Meetings and Communications. In order to minimize misunderstanding and to
provide thereafter a forum for discussing and resolving any issues that may arise, the parties
agree to meet on a regular basis and hereby adopt communications procedures as follows:

Meetings After Collection Begins. After Collections begin, meetings shall be held no
less frequently than a quarterly basis, unless otherwise mutually agreed, between
representatives of the parties. Such meetings will be held for the purpose of reviewing
and discussing day-to-day operations, promotion, public information and public relations,
and may be carried out by telephone

Designation of Representatives. Each party shall send at least one representative to each
meeting. TOWN shall send to each meeting at least one staff member with operation
expertise. Each party shall designate one, and only one, representative as its Lead
Representative. If a party sends only one representative to any meeting, that person shall
be conclusively presumed to be its Lead Representative.

22. Compliance with Laws and Regulations. Contractor agrees that, in performance of
work and services under this contract, Contractor will qualify under and comply with any and all
applicable federal, State and local laws and regulations now in effect, or hereafter enacted during
the Term, which are applicable to Contractor, its employees, agents or subcontractors, if any,
with respect to the work and services described herein.

23. Termination and Breach. Either party may terminate this Agreement without cause
upon one hundred eighty (180) days written notice. Should TOWN elect to terminate this
Agreement without cause under the aforementioned provisions or if Contractor terminates this
agreement for-cause, TOWN shall not enter into any other Soft Recyclables program in the
TOWN’S Service Area for a period of eighteen (18) months unless undertaken with the
Contractor, unless said restriction is waived in writing by the Contractor. However, should
TOWN elect to terminate this Agreement for-cause due to an uncured breach by the Contractor,
TOWN shall not be precluded from entering into any other agreement for the collection,
identification, packaging, hauling, recycling and/or disposing of Soft Recyclables.

In the event of a breach of the terms and conditions of this Agreement by either Party
hereunder, the non-breaching Party may elect to terminate this Agreement by providing the
defaulting Party with a written notice of such default, and allowing the breaching Party a period
of thirty (30) days from and after the date of such notice to cure the breach complained of to the
satisfaction of the non-breaching Party. In the event said breach is not cured within the thirty
(30) day period, this Agreement shall be terminated (for-cause) as of the last day of the period.
In the event TOWN is the non-defaulting party, Contractor agrees to furnish services under this
Agreement until such time as another Soft Recyclables collection and disposal contractor can be
selected by TOWN.

24. Severability. Should one or more of the provisions of this Agreement be held by any
court to be invalid, void or unenforceable, the remaining provisions shall nevertheless remain
and continue in full force and effect, provided that the continuation of such remaining provisions
does not materially change the original intent of this Agreement.

25. Independent Contractor Status. In the performance of services pursuant to this
Agreement, Contractor shall be an independent contractor and not an officer, agent, servant or
employee of TOWN. Contractor shall have exclusive control over the details of the service and
work performed and over all persons performing such service and work. Contractor shall be
solely responsible for the acts and omissions of its officers, agents, employees, Contractors and
subcontractors, if any. Neither Contractor nor its officers, agents, employees or subcontractors
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shall obtain any right to retirement benefits, Workers’ Compensation benefits, or any other
benefits which accrue to TOWN employees and Contractor expressly waives and claim it may
have or acquire to such benefits.

26. No Assignment. This Agreement, or any interest herein, shall not be transferred,
sold, nor assigned by either Party to any person, firm, or corporation, without the prior written
consent of the other Party.

27. Data Practices. Contractor will have access to data collected or maintained by
TOWN to the extent necessary to perform Contractor's obligations under this contract.
Contractor agrees to maintain all data obtained from TOWN in the same manner as TOWN is
required under the Minnesota Government Data Practices Act, Minn. Stat. Chap. 13 (the "Act").
Contractor will not release or disclose the contents of data classified as not public to any person
except at the written direction of TOWN. Contractor acknowledges that, pursuant to Minn. Stat.
§ 13.05, subdivision 11, all of the data created, collected, received, stored, used, maintained, or
disseminated by the Contractor in performing this agreement is subject to the requirements of the
Act and that the Contractor must comply with the Act as if it were a government entity.
Contractor agrees to defend and indemnify TOWN from any claim, liability, damage or loss
asserted against TOWN as a result of Contractor's failure to comply with the requirements of the
Act or this contract. Upon termination of this contract, Contractor agrees to return data to
TOWN, as requested by TOWN.

28. Choice of Law. This Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance
with the laws of the State of Minnesota.

29. Definitions.

a. Commercial Customer: The term "Commercial Customer" means non-residential
customers, including businesses, public or private schools, institutions, governmental
agencies and all other users of commercial-type Garbage collection services.

b. Container: The term “Container” means a bag, supplied by Contractor for use by the
Residential Customer to set out Soft Recyclables.

¢. Curb or Curbside: The words "Curb" or "Curbside" relate to the homeowners'
property, within five (5) feet of the Public Street or Private Road without blocking
sidewalks, driveways or on-street parking. If circumstances preclude, a Curbside shall be
considered a placement suitable to the resident, convenient to Contractor's equipment,
and mutually agreed to by TOWN and Contractor.

d. Excluded Items: The term “Excluded Items” means Garbage, Hazardous Waste,
large furniture, large appliances such as refrigerators, stoves, washers and dryers,
magazines, newspapers, car seats, cribs, mattresses, paint, tires, cleaners, etc. and any
item heavier than fifty (50) pounds.

e. Garbage: The term “Garbage” means all putrescrible and non-putrescrible solid and
semi-solid wastes, including, but not limited to, rubbish, ashes, industrial wastes, grass,
yard debris, leaves, swill, demolition and construction wastes, dead animals piles of
debris, car parts, construction or demolition debris, any item that would be considered
Hazardous Waste, or stumps.

f. Hazardous Waste: The term "Hazardous Waste" means any hazardous, toxic or
dangerous waste, substance or material, or contaminant, pollutant or chemical, known or
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unknown, defined or identified as such in any existing or future local, state or federal law,
statute, code, ordinance, rule, regulation, guideline, decree or order relating to human
health or the environment or environmental conditions, including but not limited to any
substance that is defined as hazardous by 4 0 C .F .R. Part 2 61 and regulated as
hazardous waste by the United States Environmental Protection Agency under Subtitle C
of the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act ("RCRA") of 1976, 42 U.S.C. § 6901 et
seq., as amended by the Hazardous and Solid Waste Amendments ("HSWA") of 1984;
the Toxic Substances Control Act, 15 U.S.C. § 2601 et seq.; or any other federal statute
or regulation governing the treatment, storage, handling or disposal of waste imposing
special handling or disposal requirements similar to those required by Subtitle C of
RCRA or any Minnesota statute or regulation governing the treatment, storage, handling
or disposal of wastes and imposing special handling requirements similar to those
required by federal law.

g. Holiday: The term “Holiday” means the following days: New Year’s Day, Martin
Luther King’s Day, President’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day,
Columbus Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, unless otherwise
specified by the TOWN recycling holiday schedule.

h. Residential Customer: The term “Residential Customer” means and individual or
individuals residing in a living space rented, leased or owned.

i. Service Area: The term "Service Area" means the municipal corporate limits of
TOWN plus, if necessary, one or more adjacent municipalities within a forty (40) mile
radius with a minimum of forty thousand (40,000) households and be scalable to a
minimum of one hundred thousand (100,000) households within a forty (40) mile radius,
based on the municipalities’ collection censuses. The Service Area will encompass all of
TOWN’S trash and recycling collection area, as it may be amended from time to time.

j- Service Recipients: The term “Service Recipients” means Residential Customers of
TOWN in the Service Area.

k. Soft Recyclable: The term “Soft Recyclable” means items of an individual weight
less than fifty (50) pounds and can be carried by one person. Soft Recyclables include
primarily men’s, women’s and children’s clothing as well as items such as jewelry, shoes,
purses, hats, toys, pictures, mirrors, blankets, drapes and curtains, pillows, rags, sewing
scraps, sleeping bags, small furniture, small appliances, irons, radios and audio
equipment, cameras, lamps, hairdryers, tools, toasters, microwaves, coffee makers,
silverware, dishes, pots and pans, glasses and the like. The definition of Soft Recyclable
is subject to modification in the discretion of Contractor based upon experience gained
during the term of this Agreement.

The Town Board awarded the Southeast Sanitary Sewer System Rehabilitation project to
Hydro-Klean in the amount of $897,104.16. The Town Board approved Change Order #1 and
#2 bringing the total contract amount to $981,377.18.

During the construction activity, it was found that we had six locations that needed pipe repair
and three areas that had pipe sags. The six pipe repair locations were corrected by using patch
reinforcements. The sag areas were in very difficult areas to excavate and thereby having
extremely high costs to perform the work.

The three sag areas were County Road F, Arbor Drive and South Shore Boulevard. We are
performing these lining activities through the use of special equipment and procedures to
perform the work. We are coordinating all activity with the impacted residents. We worked with
Ramsey County to perform the work in their Right-of-Way. This was previously discussed at the
Town Board Executive meeting.

Recommendation

We recommend that you approve Change Order #3 in the amount of $34,800.00 which will bring
the total contract to an amount of $1,016,177.18. This is under the $1,300,000 budget amount.

We also recommend approving Pay Estimate #4 in the amount of $146,542.72 for the work
completed to date.

The completion date is September 29th to finish the utilities and street work with a final
completion date of October 20, 2017. The project is funded through the Sanitary Sewer Fund.

Re: Polar Lakes Baseball Field 2 rehabilitation

The Polar Lakes baseball fields have had drainage issues since their construction in
2001. Drainage improvements made to fields 1, 3, and 4 have greatly improved
playability. Field 2 has poor drainage that has deterred baseball associations from
committing to playing on them on a regular schedule since the fields do not recover
quickly from a moderate rainfall prior to a scheduled game. Staff recommending to the
Town Board that field 2, both infield and outfield be draintiled as fields 1, 3, and 4 have
been.

The Town advertised for sealed bids on July 26, 2017 and August 2, 2017 in the White
Bear Press. Bids were opened on August 14, 2017 @ 10 a.m. The Town received one
bid for drain tile installation from Morris Excavating for $52,809.60 for field 2. There are
only two tiling contractors with Athletic Field tiling experience. One is Hartman
Companies who use a smaller 2 tile application and Morris Excavating, who installed
drain tile on the fields 1, 3, and 4 in 2014, 2015, and 2016 respectively, uses a 4" tile.
The cost of Hartman'’s tiling system over Morris Excavating’s system was roughly 37%
more in 2014. The system installed by Morris Excavating has performed well. The Park
Board has recommended that the Town Board approve the draintile proposal from
Morris Excavating for $52,809.60. The draintile project will be funded by the Polar Lakes

Park Fund that has $175,000 identified in the CIP for the improvements in 2017 for field
2.

Staff will bring additional improvements such as irrigation, seeding, construction of a
pitching mound and outfield fence rehabilitation to a future Town Boad meeting for
approval. The estimated cost to complete these remaining items is $30,000.00.

Staff and the Park Board are recommending that the Town Board approve the proposal
from Morris Excavating to drain tile field 2 for $52,809.60.

Re: Water Tower Exterior Cleaning and Inspection

The Township has three (3) water towers in the system. As part of the Town's
infrastructure management program the tower interiors and exteriors need cleaning and
inspections performed on regular basis (every other year or more often, if needed) to
provide information on the tower condition. Information provided on these inspections
will help determine when repainting the towers will be required. This year the Northeast
Tower's interior and exterior were repainted. The Hammond Road tank is proposed to
be painted in 2019 and the South tank was repainted in 2009. This year only the
exteriors will be cleaned and inspected on the Hammond Road and South Towers.

The Town has received multiple bids for the exterior cleaning of the Hammond Road
and South towers. Exterior Cleaning quotes were received from Water Tower Clean and
Coat, Inc. for $9,000.00 and KLM Engineering for $11,300.00 (includes a $200.00
discount for one mobilization). Public Works staff is recommending that we hire Water
Tower Clean and Coat to clean and inspect the exterior of the Hammond Road and
South tanks this fall. Water Tower Clean and Coat, Inc has performed work for the
Town as recent as 2016. The results of this inspection will assist in determining whether
any future recommended maintenance such as painting will need to be completed.

Funding for the water towers exterior cleaning and inspection is provided by the Water
Operating Fund.
